Personal Equipment List  

This is a list for summer camp but it can be adapted for any time of the year, and quantities will have to be adjusted for shorter camps.

Equipping the camper with a complete set of seasonal gear can be a little costly all at once.  If you 

start now, shop the sales, and eventually collect the items you need, you will be ready for camp

Camping is about having a fun, enjoyable time.  Organization and the right equipment will 

lessen frustration levels and help campers adapt to being away from home (where everything is 

handy).  Everything being there, knowing where it is, and keeping it all neat and tidy, will 

help everyone have a better camp experience.

proper weight for the season(extra liner for cooler nights)

( Ground sheet 
foil/plastic 5X7

( Sleeping pad
inflatable with foam inside

( Extra blanket
this could also be your Scout blanket or a ( sleeping bag liner

( Scout blanket
the one with all your badges sewn on

( Pillow

rolls up to small size

Clothing

( Pyjamas

( regular, ( short pyjamas for hot weather, ( sweat suit for cooler weather

( Shirts

( 1 per day (short sleeve), ( 2 long sleeve, ( 4 or 5 t-shirts.

( Sweat shirt

( 1 pair of shorts per day, ( 2 long pants

12 to 14 pairs

1 per day – 2 or 3 extra

bring everything you have.  We will be wearing them there and back

( Scout book
to check off badge work, some may be done at the camp

( Field book
if you have one

( Certificates
you need to have signed certificates to know the safety procedures for use of certain items

( Scout knife
lock back pocket, sheath, blade no longer than 3 ½ inch blade

( Scout Staff
If you have one – We could use them for transporting certain large containers

Handy items to have

( Steno book/pen/pencil

( Wallet/change purse

( Musical instrument

( Camera/film

( Watch

( compass

There will be a list of items not to bring.  Usually that includes electronic devices and games etc.

A good rule is:  don’t bring anything to camp that you can’t risk loosing.
